Satan Controls the Lost Moral.

My friend, we see on the other hand though, men 
and women that are good parents, first class citizens, 
fine moral leaders, and church members that are also 
under the dominion of Satan. It is hard to understand 
how these two classes of people could be under the 
dominion of the same person. The answer comes 
from God's word: "He that believeth on him is not 
condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned 
already, because he hath not believed in the name of 
the only begotten Son of God." (John 3:18) "In whom 
the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them 
which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel 
of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto 
them." (2 Corinthians 4:4)
